The tradition of taking a new name to show a new role can be traced back to the Old Testament.   His name was changed to Abraham when Abram was called to lead his people to believe in one God. Similarly, in the New Testament, Simon's name was changed to Peter, meaning "rock," because he was to become the rock upon which Jesus founded his Church.

Now that you are going to be confirmed, it is time to choose the name you will take as a sign of your growth in the faith. You were given a Christian name at Baptism and may select that Christian name to show the close connection between the two sacraments as a sign of the completion of the Baptismal experience.

The name should be a recognized Saint of the Catholic Church whom you admire and desire to imitate as an example for your life. Therefore, the name should not be chosen because of the name's attractiveness but because you are attracted to that Saint's life. The Saint will guide you during your journey toward Confirmation, and you are invited to ask for this Saint's help through prayer.
